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Patterned depigmentation over the dorsum of feet
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A 45-year-old female patient presented with well-defined depigmentation over the dorsum of
her bilateral feet for 2 years [Figure 1]. Multiple spots of the normal skin color of variable sizes
were present within the depigmented macules. Initially, the patient started developing spots of
depigmentation underneath the straps of her plastic footwear which gradually increased in size
and coalesced to result in the current presentation. Based on the history and characteristic clinical
presentation, we made a diagnosis of chemical leukoderma. Chemical leukoderma occurs after
contact with chemicals (e.g., substituted phenols and catechols).!"! They have a selective lethal
